
The IDecide Project, a NIH funded program, is educating teens to help them make an informed decision as to whether or not they would like to become designated organ donors on their first driver’s license. The project was featured at the American Driver and Traffic Safety Education Conference held in Honolulu July 16th-20th, 2011. Conducted at the University of Hawai‘i Cancer Center under the direction of Dr. Cheryl Albright, the IDecide Project creates awareness among high school students about the need for organ donors and heightens their understanding of the importance to “decide” whether or not to become a designated organ donor.

The IDecide Project created an informative 20 minute DVD tailored to the attitudes and social barriers teenagers have to becoming a designated organ donor on their driver’s license.  It candidly addresses the common misperceptions or myths about organ donation.  It is fun, fast-moving and funny – so teens enjoy watching it.  The film is currently available online for use by youth coalitions, educators, traffic safety professionals and the like.
