Conference Location
Appleton, Wisconsin
Appleton is the largest principal city of the Appleton–Oshkosh–Neenah combined statistical metropolitan area in the southeast section of Wisconsin.  It was settled in 1847 and named after Samuel Appleton of Boston.  The city grew with the establishment of Lawrence University, founded by Amos Lawrence, son-in-law of Samuel Appleton.  The 2010 census shows the city with a combined population of 367,365.

Appleton boasts two “first” national facts:

1) Hearthstone House was built in 1881as the first house in the world to be powered by hydroelectricity, and 2) the first city to operate a commercial electric streetcar company in 1886.  Appleton was also the first Wisconsin city to have the telephone and first city outside of the East Coast to use the incandescent light.  

Tourist attractions in the city include the Museum At the Castle, which contains exhibits on Fox River Valley history and other traveling exhibits; the Paper Discovery Center, which displays historic paper-making machines and an exhibit on the history of paper; and Fox River Mall, Wisconsin’s third biggest mall, home to 180 retailers.  Downtown Appleton is the location of the Fox Cities Performing Arts Center, which features the latest in Broadway shows, the Fox Valley Symphony and other performing art groups; Lawrence University; and the Barlow Planetarium, which features stunning astronomical images and virtual journey shows.  

The Radisson Paper Valley Hotel is the conference site and a non-smoking facility with 390 rooms, five restaurants.  It sits in the heart of downtown Appleton.  For more information, go to www.radissonpapervalley.com.
