OSBM Study Highlights 
 

Please go to the NCDTSEA website at www.adtsea.org/
northcarolina and take a few minutes to look at the 

OSBM study on driver education.  Information for this 

report was gathered from LEA surveys, interviews with 

DPI and DMV staff, as well as discussions with LEA co-

ordinators and driver educators.  At the request of legis-
lators, this study on driver education reviewed the Gen-

eral Statues and Administrative Codes, the missions, 

goals and objectives of DPI and DMV, coordination and 

collaboration between agencies, and considered previous 

reports and studies from state and national organiza-

tions related to driver education. 
 

This study has identified and made recommendations on 

ways to improve the state driver education program.  

There are some issues that need to be addressed at both 
the state and local levels, including program manage-

ment and oversight, funding, curriculum, teacher certifi-

cation, parent involvement, program data and perform-

ance measures to evaluate the overall effectiveness of 

the driver education program. 
 

The issues and findings of this report have been dis-

cussed by NCDTSEA over the past few years.  As we wait 

to see what, if any, legislative action happens in the 

2012 General Assembly’s short session, it is important 

that all driver education stakeholders be proactive in 
evaluating our programs and addressing any concerns 

that will help improve the overall quality and delivery of 

driver education to our students.

4. Must complete the NCDTSEA Teacher of the Year application. 

5. Must submit answers to two of the six questions listed below.  Questions should be answered in 
fifty words or less. 

1.  How do you see yourself promoting Driver and Traffic Safety Education in your local community and your 
     state? 

2.  Describe what you see as the future of Driver and Traffic Safety Education.  What are two strengths and two 
     weaknesses of Driver and Traffic Safety Education? 

3.  What do you consider the most powerful aspect of your local school program in regard to students and 
     parents? 

4.  What made you decide to devote your time and career to the Driver and Traffic Safety Education Program 
     in your local Community? 

5.  Every Driver and Traffic Safety Education Program has a percentage of students that are unable to meet the 
     objectives of your local program within the time constraints.  How do you deal with students that are unable to 
     complete the objectives at the end of the prescribed time period? 

6.  How do you promote the classroom and in-car achievements of your students in the Driver and Traffic Safety 
     program in your community or with the parents? 

6. Must submit a 5-8 minute media program or PowerPoint presentation indicating involvement in 
driver and traffic safety education.
