COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course will be an in-depth examination of alcohol and other substances of abuse in contemporary American Society with special emphasis on high school and college age youths.  Special attention will be given to drinking and drug use patterns in Vermont, current changes in impaired driver laws and Act 160.  Students will also be exposed to current trends in prevention, intervention and treatment efforts nationally and statewide.

With youth between the ages of 16 and 25 having the highest risk for alcohol related fatalities on our highways it is especially critical that driver educators have an understanding of substance abuse issues and the law.  Through this understanding, curriculum incorporating key concepts related to substance use and abuse can be introduced to youth before driving and possibly reduce the level of alcohol related fatalities. 

Specific Competencies
The student will be able to understand:

· progression of alcoholism

· biological, emotional and psychological consequences of substance use

· potential risk related to binge drinking among college and high school students

· risk factors in developing an addiction

· environmental and genetic precipitants to  addiction

· Fetal Alcohol Syndrome

· alcohol’s interaction with other drugs

· impact of alcohol and other drugs on the family, intimate relationships, and the community

· influences of media and advertising

· gender, ethnic and racial differences in use and outcomes

· current state, regional and national alcohol and substance use patterns

· current prevention, intervention and treatment modalities

· development of the process of recovery

· current DUI and Act 160 (underage drinking law) and implications for youth.

· Project CRASH process

· new strategies for identifying those youth at risk for problems related to substance use and abuse

· drinking and driving and other risky behaviors

Howard Hood is a Senior Coordinator of Adolescent and Family Services.  Since 1998 he has worked for Central Vermont Substance Abuse Services in Montpelier.

Howard’s experience includes supervising an intensive individual outpatient program; participating in many local advocacy groups, such as partners for prevention; working with local school systems developing policies for substance abuse; working as Project Crash school manager; coordinates weekend Project Crash schools; Coordinator for Treatment Court for Washington County Court; and co-teaching several courses on substance abuse.

Since 1999, Howard has been working with the Vermont Driver Education Association as the Instructor for this course and has taught over 80 classroom teachers.
